


THE S I N G L E T 0 N F A II I L Y RECORD 

In April of 1947 I visited the Records Office in Chancery Lane, Londop, 
to see if I could find anything about the Singleton Family~ Previously I had 
visited Gloucester Cathedral and found on the wall of that Cathedral the names 
of tHo Sfu.ngletons who had been honored for their services to that city. In the 
Records Office I found a Record 1-rhich stated that one, :·filliam Singleton, mayor 
of Gloucester, and one,Lawrence Singleton~ alderman of the same city, had given 
to Oliver Cro~~ell each a sum of money to aid in putting down the Rebellion 
in Ireland in 1641 with the understanding that they would each receive a grant of 
land in Ireland vrhen the Rebellion had been crushed. (Land i.Ja.S offered in various 
parts of Ireland including ~exford and Ulster). In 1653-54 these names are 
connected with documents claiming land in Ireland ih return for the gift of money 
previously given to Cronn.rell. But I could not find any record either ih London or 
Dublin of them actually going there. A Thomas Pierce also subscribed at the same 
time. (Hor is t.here a:qy Single tori name in the National Telephone Directory of 
Ireland 1.rhen I Has there in 1947) But v-re have good reason to believe that 
Singletohs 1vent to Ireland~ I:iy grandfather, John Singleton, told me stor:E s when 
I was a young lad of some elder brotre rs of his father 1.vho had teen killed b.r 
rebels in IreJand in the Rebellion of 1798. 

Also another note 1vhich may have some connection and is of interest is 
that John Singleton Copley, Sr. (1741-1815, of Boston, 1via.ss. 1-J"ent to England in 
1774, (just before the American Revolution) and took his son of the same name 1.vi th 
him. (This John Singletom Copley 1.ras a painter of note) John. Singleton Copley ,Jr ·~ 
entered Trinity College, Ca,bridge,Eng. graduated with distinction, later became 
judge of the Hidland Circuit 1804, sergeant at Arms,l813, Chief Justice of Exeter 
1518, knighted in 1819, N.P. for Ca, bridge 1826, and became Baron Lyndhurst,l827. 
He was Lord Chancellor three times. It Has about this time that the village

It vrould appear tm t three Singleton Brothers came from Ireland 

around 1817 or before. ·1e know that many settlers came to Ontario follow­
ing the N:ipoleonic ~'Iars and received grants of land and other aids from the 
British Government~ Among these settlers v-re believe that the Singletons 
could be included. These three brothers ,._,rere , (1) ':!illiam and (2) Richard 
and (3) Thomas. Apparently ·;Jilliam and Richard settled in the vicinity of 
Lyndhurst while Thomas settled in vicinity of Singletons' Corners,(Crosby) 
Today -vre know very little about ·Jilliam Singleton except the folloui:ng:-
( Iam using the symbol • ~H*"' indicating 'married to). The three Singleton 
men were married in Ireland.

He married Sarah Butler, daughter of Lord and Lady Butler in Ireland by whom he 
had been engaged as tutor and perhaps eouistrian. It has been reported that he 
and Sarah eloped.
